Travel Guidelines and Tips
How to get to Davis from San Francisco Airport

1. Rent a car—many options available at the airport and on-line

3. Travel on BART (Bay Area Rapid Transit) to Davis, CA

BART Train — (Bay Area Rapid Transit) BART Train is available at the Airport. The train intervals are every
20 minutes. .

Part 1: Locate RICHMOND, CA on the chart and pay the right amount. Use the (+) or (-) symbols to adjust
the amount to reflect the exact amount due. The ticket machine will only disburse change back on small
amounts. You must use the “change machine” to break larger bills into smaller denomination.

The one-way price is $9.25 and round trip is $18.50. http://www.bart.gov/tickets/calculator/index.aspx

Keep your ticket when you enter the station as it is needed to enter in and out.

CHANGE TRAINS: We recommend that you change trains at the Mac Arthur Station from the
Pittsburg/Bay Point YELLLOW LINE train and board the RED LINE train direct to Richmond. While on
the train a conductor will walk through several times and you may purchase tickets for AMTRAK. The
AMTRAK train intervals are approximately every two (2) hours.

In Richmond, locate the Amtrak station directly across from the BART Station.

Part 2. AMTRAK TRAIN: Select the Capital Corridor train direction: Sacramento, CA (the train
name is SAC and a number). You will get off at Station ONE in DAVIS. This is the last station before
Sacramento.

Check the schedule plan for the train number for Capital Corridor-Sacramento. Be sure to note this number
because announcements made on the train refer to the train number rather than the destination city.

Also on the train there are no signs to confirm you boarded the right train — People are very nice on the
train, and it is normal to confirm that you are on the right train by asking other travelers.

The one-way price is approximately $20 - $26 depending on the time of departure.
